· Staff Wish List – sound system pay half of $2,178 (Janet); Bass Amp $100; OSMO kit for iPADs $189; SPOONK acupressure massage mat – Amazon $79 each; Sand Timers $45; Kidney shaped table $350-400; Air pump electric $30-60; Explain Everything APP $8.50 x 30; Puzzles $100; mats for puzzles, class set mirrors $35x2; manipulatives for centres; blocks; base 10 sets; Rice/Dye; long term for increasing playground equipment – could we think about this as a ten year plan?  Consider asking Rick Hansen Foundation for funding options next year.
· MOTION: Jane moved to pay for 50% of $2,178 for sound system, Air Pump up to $75; up to $300 for SPOONK mats; and up to $400 for kidney shaped table from Gaming account. Jean seconded. All in favour. Approved.
· MOTION: Jindy moved to purchase bass amp for $100 and “Explain Everything” app up to $300 from Operating Account. Jean seconded. All in favour. Approved.

· Waiting for some receipts, $690 for clothing drive put into Fundraiser; $3,300 gaming to come.  Will ask TD bank about service charges. Ivan and Crystal to meet representative from bank.
