5. Business Arising from Minutes (Old Business)

6. Treasurer’s Report – Crystal Valdez
· Christmas Raffle – net $643 – well done!
· ACTION: Movie license – purchased – Susan will confirm with Jean how long license is valid for.
· Remaining staff wish list items:
· have one apple TV already so Janet will see how much it is used before purchasing more
· Sound system – purchased, but quote went up by $800 from time of original quote. Janet is asking if PAC will pay for half of increased cost.
· MOTION: Lily moved to provide $500 for Reader’s Choice and purchase timers for $45, crib boards for up to $100, and provide an extra $400 for the sound system from the Gaming account. Seconded by Lily. All in favour. Approved.
· MOTION: Jindy moved to provide up to $250 for one author visit, purchase the Osmo kit for up to $200 and the Makey Makey app for up to $150 out of operating account. Seconded by Lily. All in favour. Approved.
· MOTION: Jen moved to provide up to $100 for materials for Gr. 1 light and sound unit and purchase books to create a Mind Up Stories Kit for up to $560 from the Fundraising account. Seconded by Jindy. All in favour. Approved.
· ACTION: Earthquake cost may have been missed from Kindergarten students. Janet will check with Carly. If they were missed, next year, will ask K’s and Gr. 1’s for fee.

7. Principal’s Report – Janet Powell
· Court case – BCTF vs. government has been going on 15 years. Supreme Court has finally said that the government has acted illegally by stripping contract 15 years ago. A fairly large sum of money has come to districts and is being distributed to schools. Quilchena got 0.2 FTE, which is equivalent to one day of teaching. Greatest need is resource (kids who need extra support at school, kids who have a designation e.g. autism, learning disabilities, etc.). Our two current part-time resource teachers (Colleen & Christine) will both come in half day each on Fridays to fill the position which is great news. BCTF and government have to have lots of discussion about class size and composition between now and next year to discuss what will happen for next year.

· Pro-D Day Feb. 24th
· Boyd Tournament - March 6 & 7
· Div. 1 (Kevin) & 3 (Andrew) applied for an innovation grant about being global citizens. Involving Senior Centre in garden. Expanding community to involve elders in community.
· Playground – Janet contacted a company “Landscape Structures” (Habitat) – staff feels playground is limited for children with mobility needs and preschoolers. Would like some parents to join committee. Community can be involved, including installing playground. Company can come and present to PAC. Tips from McKinney – have a timeline (e.g. 3 years), whatever you make in that time is what you spend; do regular fundraising but hold separate events specific for playground (including donations) so that everything doesn’t grind to a halt while we are saving for playground.
