· staff wants to meet sensory needs (e.g. equipment that spins, kids can climb on, possibly zips, is accessible)
· talked to Roddy (Grounds Crew in District), can build anywhere on school grounds except near green box; District does all site prep
· called Mike Palmer at Board Office and asked what happens if school gets amalgamated with another school – all playgrounds can get dug up and moved so investment would not be lost
· learned that the PAC can apply for another gaming grant – need to find out more - If we raise 50%, then possibly we can get a grant to pay other 50%
· 4th company possibility: Bienenstock Natural Playgrounds
· Grants to look into: Lawson Foundation, Evergreen, Canada Post, Coast Capital
· Outdoor Playpods – Kate
· Sheds available in composite material, however, easy to pull door off and take materials
· Wooden sheds – are they easy to set fire to? District constructed the existing one. Could buy plastic storage compartments.
· ACTION: Kirsten will inquire about cost of building a similar shed like the existing one we have.
· Staff would like to have parent volunteer to help take materials in and out if Playpod is used
