· Spring Clothing Drive has been set for April 12th
· Spring Family Picnic – to be discussed at next meeting
6. Special Guest: (timed item) 7 pm - Mike Charlton – District Emergency Preparedness
· Mike is in charge of District Emergency Preparedness, he is the liaison between school and project managers for seismic upgrades. District athletics is also part of his portfolio.
· His role is to ensure that schools have an “all hazards” approach to safety; we teach students: how to evacuate (fire, flood, gas leak); how to drop, cover, and hold on (explosion or earthquake); hold and secure/shelter in place (dangerous situation near-by area); and lockdown (danger in same place) 
· He will be working on creating a District Emergency Management plan, which we don’t currently have
· 4 main hazards in Richmond: flooding, severe storms/power outages, fire, earthquake. Check out the website: PreparedBC: Household Preparedness Guide.
· What happens at school with your children? 
· School Emergency Management Plan
· Rehearse emergency drills (6 x fire drills, 2 x earthquake drills, 2 x lockdown/hold & secure drills per year)
· Additional personal safety lessons
· Master of Disaster Program – available for Grade 6 students
· Communication Plan – “School Messenger” is being used in high school for the past 8 years to message parents about attendance, school events, etc. Working on being able to use this messaging tool regarding emergency situations as well.
· Currently Piloting an Earthquake Early Warning System (EEWS) – hoping to have this functional by beginning of the next school year; this would allow schools to get up to a 2 minute warning before an earthquake higher than 4 magnitude hits
· Collaborating with City and RCMP on Emergency Preparedness procedures; important to educate students and their families – the more prepared families are, the less of a burden on the City in the event of a real emergency
· Our school is part of Phase 1 – we will be receiving an 8 ft container to store emergency preparedness supplies soon
· Staff – should have a change of clothes, a winter coat, toque, gloves, shoes/boots (either in car or in classroom so that we can be prepared to assist in emergencies)
· Student release plan – should have a minimum of one person that lives within walking distance from school as someone who can pick up your child
· Richmond is ready to respond to emergencies, but need work in the area of recovery
· PACs can create a list of needed supplies, and if he can provide it, he will
