4. Treasurer’s Report – Lily Luong

· Playground Fundraising so far: $22, 697 in School Board account plus $5389.19 in Fundraising Account = $28 000
· PAC Playground Donation – decision to be made in spring as to the amount that will be transferred to Fundraising account
· MOTION: Jen moved to spend $10 per student for field trips from Gaming Account. Seconded by Brent. Approved.
· MOTION: Jen moved to spend $150 per classroom FTE, plus $75 for music, $75 for band, $100 for office, $75 for library, $150 for EAs, $150 for ELL/Resource. Seconded by Jane. Approved.
· There is a new district policy to remove the Principal as a signing officer for PAC accounts, therefore we need another exec member to be added to the PAC account. Currently, Lily and Ivan are signing officers. ACTION: Mrs. Wallace will be removed as a signing officer and Susan Tse will be added as a signing officer. Please note: As Treasurer, Lily will always be one of the signing officers; Ivan and Susan will not co-sign any cheques.

5. Principal’s Report – Kirsten Wallace
· Family Teams activity 1st week
· 32 new kids this year; 183 students total; 27 new Kindergarten students
· 8 divisions, 8 open spots in school organization
· Welcome to Ms. Deacon (Gr. 1/2), Ms. Tung (Gr. 1/2), Ms. Yager (Div. Q) and Ms. Pereira (0.6 Resource – T, W, Th)
· New counsellor Ms. J – Wed mornings
· 6 EAs; 2 EA positions currently posted
· Computer lab has been closed and mobile cart introduced – we have 30 new iPads, 15 new laptops, and an additional projector and apple TV. Each classroom has the ability to project using Apple TV. We have our old cart of iPads. Computer lab now is a multi/music room. Room 12 has been repurposed into Ms. Pereira’s teaching space and an additional Resource Space. It is used as a multipurpose room and also for before/afterschool care.

· K Welcoming Conversations – new – teacher loved a chance to hear about child from parents
